The services offered by the California Problem Gambling Treatment Services Program (CPGTSP) include:

· Free mental health treatment for pathological gamblers and/or their families provided by licensed mental health practitioners. 

Pathological gambling is an impulse control disorder that affects approximately 4% of Californians.  Studies have shown that pathological gambling is highly correlated with criminal activity.
